NOTICE OF RACE

Organizing Authority: The Bay View Boat Club, San Francisco, CA.

1. RULES:  The regatta will be governed by the rules, as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 

2. ELIGIBILITY, ENTRY and REGISTRATION: 

2.1 All boats of the Vanguard 15 and Flying Dutchman fleets are invited to participate.

2.2 Eligible boats may be entered by completing the attached entry form and returning it with fee to The Bay View Boat Club Race Office by May 18th. Entries received after this date shall include a $10.00 late fee. Entries may also be made online at bvbc.org.
2.3 The entry fee is $30.00 per boat for members of US Sailing and $35.00 for non-members.  Please include a copy of current US Sailing membership card.
2.4 The BVBC race office (2nd floor) shall be open from 0900 to 1030 on Sunday the 24th.  All vessels must enter and pick up registration packets by 1030 on Sunday. 

3. SCHEDULE: 

3.1 There will be a skippers meeting Sunday the 24th at 1030 in the BVBC Clubhouse. Each vessel is requested to send a representative to this meeting.

3.2 There will be six (6) races.  The Warning signal for the first race will be at 1200 hours.  The Warning signal for each subsequent race will follow soon after the completion of the previous race, expect that no Warning Signal will be made after 1630 hours on Sunday.

4. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: Sailing Instructions will be available at The BVBC and on the web page (www.bvbc.org) after 1200 hours on Wednesday, May 20thth. 

5. RACING AREA and COURSES: The racing area will be the water directly east of the BVBC and approx. 1.5nm south of SF Bay Bridge. Course legs shall be approx. 1nm in length. The courses shall be windward leeward or triangle-windward-leeward and will use temporary Club buoys.

6. PERSONAL BUOYANCY: Except for short periods of time to change clothing, all competitors shall wear life jackets or adequate personal buoyancy while on the water.  This changes RRS #40.
7. SCORING: The Low Point Scoring System, Appendix A4 of the RRS, will apply. Two races must be completed to constitute a regatta.
8. LAUNCHING: The San Francisco Public Launch Ramp and a dedicated 40-trailer parking lot are adjacent to the BVBC. 

9. PRIZES: Medals for both crewmembers shall be awarded to first through fifth place overall for V-15s and 1st through 3rd for Flying Dutchman. The trophy presentation will be held on the BVBC deck immediately after the conclusion of racing.
10. SOCIAL:  The entry fee includes tickets to the Sunday after race burgers, BVBC drink chits and a souvenir shirt for each sailor.
