SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

March 29, 2010
The Organizing Authority is the Treasure Island Sailing Center

1 RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the current Racing Rules of Sailing.

2 ENTRIES

Vanguard 15, Laser and Laser Radial competitors may be entered by completing the entry form and returning it with fee to the Regatta Chair between 1745 and 1800 of each Thursday night.

3 NOTICES TO COMPETITORS & CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Any Notices to Competitors or changes to the Sailing Instructions may be posted on the fleet website (www.vanguard15.org) on the page entitled “Messages” before 1500 on the day it shall take effect and shall be posted on the official notice board on the east side of the V-15 shack before 1730 on the day it shall take effect. Verbal changes to the NOR or SIs may be made on the water before the warning signal of the race in which they will take effect, and  shall be made by hail from the Signal Boat.
4 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed from the flagstaff on the west side of the launch ramp. 

5 SCHEDULE and CLASS FLAG

The warning signal for the first race of the evening shall be no earlier than 1820. For the first races of the evening, Lasers shall start before the Vanguard 15s. The first V-15 Warning shall be made no earlier than 1830. The order of start of subsequent races shall be at the discretion of the Race Committee and shall be announced verbally on the water. No race shall be started after sunset as listed in local tide book. The class flags are the Vanguard 15 and Laser class flag. Class flags may or may not be used.
6 MARKS

To be announced on the water but usually orange or white spheres.
7 COURSES

To be announced on the water. Usually they shall be one or two lap windward-leeward courses with a leeward gate. The direction of rounding of marks shall be announced on the water by hail from the signal boat.
8 STARTING AND FINISHING LINES

The Start and Finish lines shall be between a Staff displaying an orange flag on signal boat and the upwind side of the sphere used as a pin end mark. The start line shall be on the port side of the signal boat and the finish shall be to starboard of the signal boat.
9 STARTING SYSTEM

The 3 minute Sound-Signal Starting System (Appendix S) will be used and visual signals may be used.

10 TIME LIMIT

Boats finishing more than 5 minutes after the first boat that sails the course finishes will be scored DNF. This changes RRS 35. 

11 PROTESTS

11.1 Upon finishing the race, the competitor (protestor) is required to inform the race committee and the offending boat (protester) that they intend to proceed with a protest.  (State: “Boat #___ protests boat #____.”)  This changes rule 61.2.

11.2 Protests will be conducted using the “3 Minute Justice System.”  This changes rule 63.

11.3 Upon the completion of racing, each party to the protest selects one competitor as a jury member.  The two appointed jury members then select a third person to complete the Protest Committee.  This changes rule 89.2(b). Each party is given three (3) minutes to present their view of the incident and the applicable rules.  After presenting, the party may call one witness to further substantiate their position.  After both parties have presented their case, the Protest Committee will decide the outcome and inform both the involved parties and the race committee.

11.4 Competitors requesting redress may do so after all races of the night are completed.  The request should be made verbally to the race committee.  This changes rule 62.  A Redress Hearing will be heard in the same "3 minute" manner as a protest. If redress is granted, the requesting boat will typically receive “average points” for the race in question.  Average points will be calculated by averaging the finishing positions for all other races sailed that night and awarding that calculated position for the race in question.  

12 PENALTIES

12.1 Rule 44.1 is changed. Boats shall take a one turn penalty for a breach of Part 2 Rules when outside the Zone and a two turn penalty for a breach or Part 2 Rules when inside the Zone.

12.2 The penalty for a breach of Sailing Instruction 15 shall be a warning.
13 SCORING

Please refer to the Notice of Race. Five races per class are scheduled for each evening in the series.  
14 TROPHIES

15 LIBATIONS


No alcoholic beverage shall be consumed on the water or on TISC property by any participant in Thursday Night Races until all racing has ended and the Race Committee boat(s) are on their trailer(s), per TISC Regulations.
